	MARKET RATE PROJECTION
The rate projections through to the spring of 2022 are influenced based on three factors: 
1. weather
2. supply shortages
3. market volatility in a Presidential election year, not directly related to the candidates or the parties but related more due to uncertainty and change 
The projection for rates for contract renewals and new contracts is:
· Balance of 2018: Significantly higher than current contract rates
· Spring 2019 to Spring 2020: Higher than current rates by 3% to 5%
· Summer 2020 to Winter 2020: Higher than current contract rates due to election year 
· Spring 2021: Market rate correction based on results of the election 
Members with contracts ending in 2019 will be included in the fall campaign and all members with 2020 contact end dates may want to renew early to get past the fall 2020 market uncertainty.
REGULATORY INCREASE
The utility grid operators and energy regulators implemented a new process which increases the supply fees for current and future contracts. The cost impact for the next year will increase rates by 3 to 5%. Understand how capacity, transmission and peak load contribution fees impact your account. The co-op management team has added new processes to address upcoming contracts.
